2) Food - concessions will NOT be available on site - please plan accordingly. 
3) Crating area - as shown on the building layout.  Crates and chairs may be left overnight. 
4) DonÕt forget the raffl e!  There will be a separate raffl e on Sat & Sun. 
5) There will be a complete set of obedience trophies for Saturday and Sunday.  Please check the catalog for details. 
6) If you sent in the form to pre-register for special awards for obedience, then you don't need to sign up again.  If  you 

didn't sign up with your entries, you can do so at the trial, but you must do so BEFORE you exhibit. 
7) Don't forget to pick up after your dog at this site.  There are several nice areas to exercise the dogs on grass, we'd 

like to keep it that way. 
8) Rally entries and Optional Titling Classe entries are NOT eligible for High Scoring awards. 
9) Timing - A general rule is to allow 6 dogs/hour in Utility, 7 dogs/hour in Open, 8 dogs/hour in Novice, and 22 

dogs/hour in Rally.  This does not take into account absentees or individual judge's speed.  Please give 
yourself enough time to be ready. 

10) Again this year  - if your  dog finishes a ti tle at our  tr ial, we offer  a New Ti tle rosette!  Ask the table steward 
for  a form.  Big thanks to the Schultz Veter inary Clinic for  sponsor ing these! 

11) Cell phone of tr ial secretary 517-474-3233 Ð if there is a problem. 
12) The building will be available to exhibitors after  6 pm on Fri night.  Parking on Fr iday Ð as this is a work 

day for  the university there will be a charge of $.80/hr  before 6 pm in the university lots.  Please plan 
accordingly. 

13) Move ups are allowed fr om one level to another  (Novice to Advanced, etc).  You cannot move fr om A to B in 
the same level (Uti lity A to Uti lity B, for  example).
